“EUGENE O’NEILL: ADOCUMENTARY
FILM” (2006-115 min.). America’s only
Nobel Prize-winning playwright was born in
a Broadway hotel room on October 16,
1888. His psyche was molded by the re-
grets of his father, failed actor James
O'Neill, by the emotional fragility and drug
addiction of his mother, Ella Quinlan
O'Neill, and by the death of his older
brother, Jamie. Eugene won a Pulitzer Prize
for his very first play, Beyond the Horizon,
and went on to produce such classics as
Desire Under the Elms; Strange Interlude
(another Pulitzer Prize-winner); Mourning
Becomes Electra; Ah, Wilderness (his only
comedy); The Iceman Cometh; and A Moon
Jor the Misbegotten. After suffering from
multiple health problems, including alcohol-
ism, O’Neill died in a Boston hotel on No-
vember 27, 1953, at the age of 65. His au-
tobiographical masterpiece, A Long Day’s
Journey into Night, was published and pro-
duced posthumously in 1956. Ric Burns's
documentary features appearances by Al
Pacino, Zoe Caldwell, Christopher
Plummer, Robert Sean Leonard, Vanessa
Redgrave, Liam Neeson, Natasha
Richardson, Jason Robards, Sidney Lumet,
John Guare and Tony Kushner.

MASTER MONSTER MAKER PAUL
BLAISDELL: Between 1955 and 1959,
Rhode Island native Paul Blaisdell (1927-
1983) created fantastical monsters and bi-
zarre props for two dozen B-movies by such
exploitation filmmakers as Bert I. Gordon
and Roger Corman. With minuscule bud-
gets but masterful artistry, Blaisdell cobbled
together some of the cinema’s most memo-
rable monsters in his Topanga Canyon
home studio. His creations include The
Beast with a Million Eyes (1955), the coni-
cal Venusian in It Conquered the World
(1956), the bulbous-headed title characters
in Invasion of the Saucer Men (1957) and
the scaly alien in It/ The Terror from Beyond
Shace (1958). We present a double bill show-
casing two of the maestro’s best films.
Blaisdell dons his own monster suit to por-
tray the three-eyed mutant who stalks sur-
vivors of a nuclear holocaust (Richard Den-
ning, Lori Nelson) in producer/director
Roger Corman’s Day the World Ended
(1956-82 min.). A hypnotist (Chester Mor-
ris) resurrects a prehistoric female monster
(Blaisdell in amazing monster drag) in Ed-
ward L. Cahn’s The She-Creature (195677
min.). Note the early start time: 7 p.m.
